Mini-Grants Awarded

The North Dakota State Library awareded twen-
ty-three North Dakota public and school libraries
a “mini-grant” for resource sharing in November,
2008. The LSTA (Library Services and Technolo-
gy Act) funding, totaling $67,000, went to librar-
ies whose collections are on WorldCat and who
loaned a minimum of 25 items per year for the last
five years (2002 — 2007) to other North Dakota
libraries. The grant amounts of $5,000, $3,000
or $1,000 were based on the five-year average of
items loaned. The grants will purchase materi-
als that will be placed on WorldCat and become
available to libraries and citizens throughout the
state.
