Kit-ing Around

This month we are highlighting the
book club kit: Eleanor Oliphant is
Completely Fine by Gail Honeyman.

Eleanor struggles with social skills
and lives a very structured life. While
this may sound like the setup for
either a comedic satire or slow-paced
book, it is, instead, the setup for a
discussion on mental health, individuality, and the
importance of human connection. This novel has both
well-developed characters and a strong narrative
voice. Honeyman highlights how a person can be both
content with their life that is different from what is
considered ‘typical’ and simultaneously left wanting.
Eleanor’s perspective on the world is real and honest,
and it is this voice that makes the book so profoundly
moving and ready for discussion.
