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Racism and Interventions
In today's society, we see, hear, experience, or read about racism; in the informational
webinar Racial Equity 101 hosted by Literacy Minnesota, Jimmie Heags, Jr., MA, LSC,
LPCC, LADC, and ACS, presents on race, racism, inequality, and interventions.

Mr. Heags explains that, according to scientists, there are no biological distinctions that
would cause reason for racial categories, and the concept of distinguishing humans by the
level of melanin in the skin has significant socioeconomic outcomes.

The presenter further explains that the concept of race began with European colonialism to
validate African slavery and white supremacy. According to Sean Harvey in his article Ideas
of Race in Early America | Oxford Research Encyclopedia of American History,
European colonization also used race as a means to take over Native land. Native
Americans, Europeans, and Africans did not see themselves as a unified race during pre-
colonization, but racial differences became a political importance in the newly independent
America.
